She is interested in
our project and has agreed to explore the possibility of locating life sized versions of the studies we
have commissioned, at Olympic and Paralympic venues during the London Games in 2012.

The Sailing maquette by Richard Rome has been delivered to Weymouth and Simon Williams and
Jacqui Gisborne (Portland and Weymouth district council) who are working on Weymouth's
development plans for the sailing venue, have agreed to help try to find a sponsor willing to fund a
larger version.

As maquettes are completed we will be exploring, with the relevant NGB, scale up possibilities and pre
2012 opportunities for sales of the maquettes.

We have also commenced discussions with local authorities in major cities to build momentum behind
the concept of a National Sculpture Trail with life sized sculptures linking major cities throughout the
UK with London and Weymouth. If this ambition is realised we believe it will help to generate a
national sense of involvement with the Games.

Sculpture Focus

The casting of the bronzes is in full flow, with six works now complete and nine at various stages of
completion. Project photographer Neil Thayer captured some of the work in progress at Pangolin
Editions recently.

There are many stages and processes involved in the casting of a bronze. Most of the commissioned
sculptures for the project will be cast using the painstaking traditional lost wax method, while some may
require sand casting or a combination of both techniques.

Some of the sculptors will visit the foundry and work with the craftsmen there to achieve the finished
result to their exact specifications. The patination process is another important element of a bronze work
of art and is one in which Pangolin specialise and are modern masters.

These artworks will be exhibited as part of a Public Art Trail celebrating sport in Bath during the
summer of 2012.They will be located in both outdoor and indoor venues and all the Art Galleries in
Bath have also been invited to participate and exhibit an artwork that relates to the sporting theme.

One of the legacies of this Public Art Event will be five permanent display sites for temporary
exhibitions of sculpture. Working in conjunction with the local Art Galleries, we aim to further build
Bath's reputation for the quality of its artistic offering and to attract international artists to produce work
for display in the city

The commissioned bronze maquettes will be exhibited as a complete group in a number of venues.
Exhibitions have been organised for 2012 at the Ashmolean Museum Oxford between February and
May, the Victoria Art Gallery Bath from 26th May tolst July and the Oxo Tower Gallery on London's
Southbank during the Olympic period.

Prior to 2012 a number of the commissioned sculptors are also proposing to show their maquette in
their own exhibitions (see 'coming soon' item), this should generate some early sales. We will also
arrange to exhibit individual sculptures at suitable sporting events in order to help build interest in the
2012 exhibitions of the full collection.

The collection has been curated by team member Alan Dun, who has successfully brought together
studies that show the originality, quality and diversity of Contemporary British Sculpture, both
established and up and coming alike.
