Groups of the bronze commissioned sculptures have recently been exhibited 
at a number of venues including 12 bronzes at GlaxoSmithKline Head Office, 
4 bronzes at the ParalympicsGB Simulation Camp at the University of Bath, 
and 8 bronzes at Heathrow Terminal 5 departures concourse, where Nikki 
Taylor's life size wire mesh sculptures including óJason Gardenerô and óTom 
Daleyô have also been wowing travellers.  
 
There are currently a group of 6 bronzes on display at Deloitteôs Head Office 
in London, Sophie Dickens's life sized Judo is at the private hospital 
'CircleBath' and from 4th October another 8 bronzes will be at Loughborough 
University. On the 7th of October an exhibition of 10 of the bronzes will be in 
the British Airways First Class Lounge at Heathrow Terminal 5.  
 
We are planning more preview exhibitions with associated private views in 
the remaining months of 2011 and early 2012, including an exhibition in 
January in the offices of Manches LLP in Oxford with two private views for 
their clients and key contacts. We are also talking with the Open University 
and investigating one of the 'Inns of court' and the Bloomsbury Art Fair in 
London.
